Macau Tower “Dog One Walk for Japan @ Skywalk X” 

 

(May 28, 2011 – Macau) In the aftermath of the devastating earthquake hitting Japan on Mar 11th, 2011, pictures of wrecked 

houses and shattered hearts can hardly be considered history.  In order to extend our continuous support to the victims of 

the disaster, Macau Tower joined hands with Dog One Life Macau, a Japan-based pet care centre, to co-organize “Dog One 

Walk for Japan @ Skywalk X” charity event in an attempt to raise much needed funds.  Dog owners and their pets are 

invited to participate in a first-ever Skywalk X walkathon and fashion show.
